Dear Town of West Bend Residents,

Many positive things have happened in our township during the past year. Building permit applications have been on the rise, including a large new recreational vehicle sales building on Highway 33.  The recently completed Cottages at Cedar Run are now functioning with a revolutionary design and commitment to memory care.  They are a positive addition to our community and an important addition compatible with our land use plan. The upgrading of Highways NN and 33 has worked out well with positive feedback on better visibility and signage.  The quality of the water of our lakes continues to be excellent and the amount of aquatic weeds needing removal has decreased. 

At our town government level, our new treasurer has worked out well and has done of great job of with our bookkeeping.  Mary Smith, our long-serving zoning secretary has retired. Rebecca Schuster, our town clerk is handling both jobs as we train a new part time deputy clerk.  Our recycling center continues to work out well and we continue to receive positive comments on our lawn and leaf recycling area. The town now has an official invasives species coordinator.  Watch for announcements on training sessions on the recognition and control of invasive plants.

Fire calls have been below the negotiated contract number.  And, false alarms have also been fewer in number.  This is good news because fire calls are expensive.  Over half of the township's annual taxes go for fire coverage.  A new and reasonable fire contract has been negotiated with the West Bend Fire Department but it appears that at the last moment the City has some questions regarding the agreement.  Stay tuned in for fire coverage news.  And, continue to remember that brush fires, burning leaves, campfires, etc. are not allowed in the town of West Bend.  If you decide to burn leaves or brush or have a campfire, please report the location as explained on our township's web site.
