Town of West Bend Town Board Minutes

July 13th, 2016

Chairman Paul Rice called the Town of West Bend Town Board meeting to order.

Clerk Rebecca Schuster read the Call of the Meeting.

Roll Call was taken.  Present:  Chairman Paul Rice, Supervisor Jeff Geib, Supervisor Jim Heipp, and Clerk Rebecca Schuster.

Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to convene into closed session pursuant to Section 19.85 (1) (c) Wisconsin State Statutes- Considering employment promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the government body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility to review Town employee performance.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  Roll Call vote, Chairman Paul Rice; aye, Supervisor Jim Heipp; aye, and Supervisor Jeff Geib; aye.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  Clerk Rebecca Schuster was excused from the meeting.

Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to convene back into open session.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  The meeting convened back into open session. 

Chairman Paul Rice called the Town of West Bend Town Board meeting to order.

Chairman Paul Rice read the Call of the Meeting.

Roll Call was taken.  Present:  Chairman Paul Rice, Supervisor Jeff Geib, Supervisor Jim Heipp, Clerk Rebecca Schuster, Deputy Clerk Jennifer Rozek, Public Works Bill Roggenbach and Treasurer Kim Balzer.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Minutes from the June 8th, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Jeff Geib made a motion to approve the minutes.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer's Report:  Treasurer Kim Balzer gave the Treasurer's Report.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to accept the Treasurer's Report. Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion. All in favor, motion carried. 

Review of Bills and Authorization of Payments.  Supervisor Jeff Geib questioned what the Spring City Electric was for.  Clerk Rebecca Schuster stated it was for our annual generator maintenance.  Jeff Geib also questioned the different phone bills.  Clerk Rebecca Schuster explained the different phone bills.  Supervisor Jeff Geib questioned 
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how the service on the cell phone was with US Cellular within the building and the township.  Chairman Paul Rice stated the reason they want to know how the service is within the building and town is that the board was thinking that perhaps it would be a good thing to provide the Public Works employees with a Smart phone of some sort for weather updates.  They want to be sure the company we choose will have good service in our building and in the field for the employees.  The service that Chairman Paul Rice does now get good service in our building so that would not be beneficial for them.  Supervisor Jim Heipp stated that the board payments make it look like were paid twice in a month.  It was just a date discrepancy.  The board was only paid once for June and once for July.  Supervisor Jim Heipp also wanted to know what the break down for the Charter Bill is on TV and internet.  He would like to drop the TV.  Chairman Paul Rice stated that the TV used to be free.  Then they started charging and adding box fees on as well.  The board would like the Charter TV to be cancelled.  Supervisor Jeff Geib made a motion to Approve the Bills and Authorize Payments. Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  

Monthly Report from Washington County Sherriff.  Deputy Craig Broker was not able to attend the meeting due to an investigation. 
Opening and Awarding of Road Bid: Scott Construction was the only contractor to submit a bid.  The bid for 1.0 miles of Mayfield Road (S. 18th) (wedge and double seal) using Cold Mix for wedging and Pea Stone with MS5 for first layer and Black Boiler  Slag using EM8 or HFRS2 for final layer was for $44,192.97.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to accept Scott Construction's bid.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
Discussion and/or Action re:  Repair of Gutters and Downspouts on main building.  There were only two companies the supplied bids to the town for this job.  There is quite a difference in the price between the two.  The board is concerned whether or not the two bids are comparable.  Bill Roggenbach described the projects to the board.  Some members of the  board were able to meet with the one company and have described what their quote entailed.  However, there was not the same opportunity with the other company.  The board would like to meet with the other company and review with them their quote.  Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to table the repair of the Gutters and Downspouts to allow for further review.  A meeting will be set up to review the gutters.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Discussion and/or Action re:  Financing Plan for the New Plow Truck.  Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to choose the financing plan option #1 which is spreading the payments over four years making one payment a year with interest rate of 3.260.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor. Motion carried. 
Discussion and/or Action re:  No Parking signs on Maple Ridge Court and Maple Ridge Drive.  The Town received a complaint on the amount of truck and boat trailer 
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parking that has been taking place on Maple Ridge Court and Maple Ridge Drive.  It has caused some safety concerns that need to addressed.  The people are parking on both sides of the road making it hard for vehicles to get through.  Emergency personnel would not be able to get through in an emergency situation.  Members of the board as well as our Public Works Department did review the situation and found the complaint to be accurate.  Mr. Wagner was also here to show pictures and discuss the situation with the board.  Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to post NO Parking Signs on both sides of Maple Ridge Drive from Hwy 144 to Maple Ridge Court continuing on both sides of Maple Ridge Court from Maple Ridge Drive to Cedar Lake Drive.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  
Discussion and/or Action re:  No Parking signs on Silver Lake Drive.  Supervisor Jim Heipp stated it would be from the old private road up to his fence line.  The north side of Silver Lake Drive already has No Parking signs in place.  However, there has been request for the South side to be posted as well.  There is a curve and a hill that make it a dangerous area for cars to be parked due to lack of visibility.  Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to place No Parking signs on the south side of Silver Lake Drive for the private drive heading east to the fence line.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
Discussion and/or Action re:  Repair of Back Shop Door.  Chairman Paul Rice made a motion to accept the bid of $870.00 for the repair of the shop door.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 
Discussion re:  Fire Calls.  There were no fire calls for the month of June. Cedar Lake home has had five calls so far this year.  Per agreement they are allowed three.  A letter will be written to notify them of their status with fire calls.
Granting of Bartender Licenses.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to grant the Bartender License.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Correspondence received to be discussed at next month's meeting.  No correspondence.
Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:15 P.M.
