Town of West Bend Town Board Minutes

June 8th, 2016

Supervisor Jim Heipp called the Town of West Bend Town Board meeting to order.

Clerk Rebecca Schuster read the Call of the Meeting.

Roll Call was taken.  Present:  Supervisor Jim Heipp, Supervisor Jeff Geib, DPW John Smith, Bill Roggenbach, Treasurer Kim Balzer, Deputy Clerk Jennifer Rozek and Clerk Rebecca Schuster.  Excused: Chairman Paul Rice.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Minutes from the May 11th, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to approve the minutes.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Approval of Minutes from the June 2nd, 2016 Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to approve the minutes.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer's Report:  Treasurer Kim Balzer gave the Treasurer's Report.   Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to accept the Treasurer's Report. Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor, motion carried. 

Review of Bills and Authorization of Payments. Supervisor Jeff Geib stated that he double checked the fire extinguisher bill in comparison to what he is charged at his business.  He would like us to get another quote from another company next year when it comes time to service the fire extinguishers.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to Approve the Bills and Authorize Payments.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  

Presentation/ Discussion re:  Washington County Sherriff Department monthly call review.  The report was given. See attached report. 

Discussion and/or Action re:  Purchase of new Plow Truck for Public Works.  John Smith's truck is getting older and has had many issues this last  year.  We have spent quite a bit on repairs.  We are looking at our last payment this year for Bill's truck so we could purchase a truck now and just continue on with the payments.  Supervisor Jim Heipp questioned if anyone besides Burke could offer this truck.  Both John and Bill prefer to stick with Burke as the company is only a phone call away and there is always someone who answers on the other end.  We have received excellent service from Burke and would like to continue with them.  Supervisor Jeff Geib questioned if the box was stainless steel.  Doug Petsch the representative from Lakeside was here to answer questions.  He stated that the truck bed is stainless steel.  Supervisor Geib also questioned 
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whether we should get another quote or not.  DPW John Smith stated that legally we are not required to bid the truck.  Supervisor Geib also questioned if a full service lease was an option when purchasing the truck. Doug Petsch stated that they do not offer a full service lease on the Plow trucks as it is not practical.  We are doing a lease just not a full service lease.  There were some additions and changes made to the package to make the truck worth more in the long run and more useable all year long.  Supervisor Jeff Geib made motion to approve the purchase of the new plow truck for the Public Works Department using the newest quote package.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  We will discuss and finalize the financing plan next month.
Discussion and/or Action re:  Town Hall Maintenance.  The Town Hall building is in need of some repair.  The first issue we need to deal with is the roof.  At first we were thinking we would need an entire new roof.  Fortunately, after having someone come out and take a look we were informed it just needed some repairs.  It was also recommended that we remove the two roof mounted air conditioning units (one which is not functioning) as those areas seem to be causing the most issues with leaking.  We would then purchase two new air conditioners to be installed on the ground.  We received two quotes for the new air conditioners.  We were given two options.  One being a 13 Seer and the other being a 16 Seer.  It is highly recommended for us to go to the 16 Seer due to the distance the air needs to travel to reach the front of the building.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to have Great Lakes Roofing repair the roof, Schneiss Heating and Air Conditioning for the 2 16 Seer Air Conditioners as their bid came in lower than Thielmann, and Kettle Moraine Electric for the electrical work needed for the install of the new Air Conditioner Units.  The total cost for the above mentioned work will be approximately $11, 435.00.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  
Discussion and/or Action re:  Recycling Center.  Chairman Paul Rice wanted this issue on the agenda as we had a request to review the times when the recycling center was open.  The request wanted us to review the possibility of having the recycling center open on a Wednesday once or twice a month during the summer months.  Supervisor Jim Heipp feels we should just leave it as it is now.  Supervisor Jeff Geib did not feel it was worth it to open back up on Wednesdays.  Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to leave the recycling center hours just as they are now, Saturdays from 8am-noon.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  
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Granting of Class B Combination Fermented Malt Beverages and Liquor Licenses.  

Supervisor Jeff Geib made a motion to grant the Class B Combination Fermented Malt Beverages and Liquor Licenses.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.  

Granting of Class A Combination Fermented Malt Beverages and Liquor License.  

Supervisor Jeff Geib made a motion to grant the Class A Liquor Licenses.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. 

Granting of Bartender Licenses.  Supervisor Jeff Geib made a motion to grant the Bartender Licenses.  Supervisor Jim Heipp seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Discussion re:  Fire Calls.  We had another call from the Cottages on Scenic Drive.  They had one last month as well.  We will need to review the amount of calls that the Cedar Community has had this year so far and possibly inform them if they are over the allowed calls for the year. 
Correspondence received to be discussed at next month's meeting.  Supervisor Jeff Geib commented that he had come in and counted the ceiling tiles for possible replacement.  There are a lot of tiles and it is more than the tiles that need to be replaced.  We would also have to replaced the diffusers as well as the grates.  It is going to be a huge expense.  We may need to wait until next year for that repair.  Clerk Rebecca Schuster stated that we received some nice letters from some student from Slinger High School that had attended a previous meeting.  The letters were read to the board.  
Supervisor Jim Heipp made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Jeff Geib seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:10 P.M.
